The wineries will be open from 10am – 5pm on each day of the festival, with a one-off $5 fee at the first 

winery you visit which will provide you with a souvenir glass to be used for tastings. The net proceeds 

from these glasses will go to the CFA, who last year benefited over $5,000 which was split between two 

local stations.  

With so many wineries opening their doors for the occasion why not make a weekend of it and take 

advantage of some of the fantastic accommodation options on offer from the Smaller Wineries. Relax, 

take your time and really experience the Yarra Valley for the wonder that it is. 

Located less than an hour's drive from Melbourne, the Yarra Valley is home to Victoria’s earliest 

vineyards and is Victoria’s premiere wine region bustling with cellar doors, winery tours, farmers 

markets, restaurants serving quality local produce, and boutique accommodation set in picture-perfect 

vineyard or mountain-top locations.
